2010 BUDGET OF THE EUROPEAN JOINT UNDERTAKING FOR ITER AND THE
DEVELOPMENT OF FUSION ENERGY

1. INTRODUCTION

The European Joint Undertaking for ITER and the Development of Fusion Energy (Fusion
for Energy) is a Joint Undertaking created under the Euratom Treaty by a decision of the
Council of the European Union.

Its annual budget is the main instrument which forecasts and authorises the annual revenue
and expenditure considered necessary for the Joint Undertaking, on the basis of the Financial
Regulation 7 and Implementing Rules' adopted by the Governing Board on 22 October 2007
the former being last amended on 18 December 2007'.

This Annual Budget is established in accordance with the Resource Estimates Plan.

In summary, the budget shall comprise:

Revenues made up of:

• Euratom (hereinafter "the Community") contribution as a participation in the financing of
the Fusion for Energy in accordance with Article 4 of the Constituent instrument" and
Article 12 of the Statues";

• annual membership contributions from other members than Euratom in accordance with
Article 4 of the Constituent instrument and Article 12 and Annex II of the Statutes
annexed thereto;

• the financial contribution of the ITER Host State in accordance with Article 4 of the
Constituent instrument and Article 12 of the Statues;

• own revenue consisting of all fees and charges which 'Fusion for Energy' is authorised to
collect by virtue of the tasks entrusted to it;

• revenue assigned to specific items ofexpenditure;

• additional revenues received under terms approved by the Governing Board in
accordance with Article 12 of the Statutes;

• any other revenue.
